Vojenske Zdravotnické Listy, the Czech Military
Medical Review, has celebrated its 70th anniver-
sary in 1996 by the publication of a special bilingual
issue; all the articles were written in full in Czech
and in English. This special occasion deserves a
sincere congratulation from all partner medical
reviews, and particularly from the Netherlands Mili-
tary Medical Review - in Dutch Nederlands Militair
Geneeskundig Tijdschrift or NMGT.

Since | had the pleasure of meeting Dr. J. Pa-
¢es, the editor in chief of the Vojenske Zdravot-
nické Listy, in his office at the Purkyne Military
Medical University in 1994, | consider it a privilege
to send him and his editorial team my best wishes
for a successful continuation of his important mili-
tary medical publication.

Many of the facts brought forward by the writers
of the articles in this issue of Vojenske Zdravot-
nické Listy could just as well be written for Dutch
readers and printed in the Dutch counterpart of this
magnificent journal. It seems that many things are
similar in the Czech and the Dutch armies and
medical services!

Therefore | consider a good opportunity to do ac-
company these congratulations with an article,
in which | will tell something of the story of the
review of which | have been the editor during the
last 20 years, and which also happens to celebrate
an anniversary: in January 1997 the Nederlands
Militair Geneeskundig Tijdschrift also published
a special issue, because it existed for 50 years.

Establishment of the NMGT

In 1947, after the Second World War had ended,
the medical authorities of the Netherlands armed
forces deemed it necessary to do revive the pub-
lication of a review which already existed before
that war. Even though printing paper and ink was

Tato zvlastni prilezitost si zasluhu-
je upfimnou gratulaci ze v8ech partnerskych lékai-
skych periodik a zvlasté od Holandského vojensko-
zdravotnického &asopisu - v holandsting ,Nederlands
Militair Geneeskundig Tijdschrift' aneb NMGT.

Mél jsem to potéSeni osobné se seznamit s dr.
J. Patesem, $éfredaktorem Vojenskych zdravotnic-
kych listd, v jeho uradé ve Vojenské lékarské aka-
demii J. E. Purkyné v r. 1994, coz mne opravriuje
popfat jemu a jeho redakénimu kolektivu Gspésné
pokracovani jeho vyznamné ediéni ¢innosti v oboru
vojenské mediciny.

Mnohé ze skute¢nosti vyjadrenych autory ¢lanku
v tomto &isle Vojenskych zdravotnickych listl by
mohly byt stejné& dobfe napsany pro holandskeé ¢te-
nare a uverejnény v holandské verzi tohoto skvélé-
ho ¢asopisu. Zda se, Ze existuje mnoho véci podob-
nych v ¢eské a holandské armadé i zdravotnickeé
sluzbé.

Proto se domnivam, Ze je to dobra pfilezitost
k tomu, abych tyto gratulace doplnil ¢lankem,
v kterém bych fekl néco o historii asopisu, jehoz
redaktorem jsem v poslednich 20 letech a ktery
rovnéz slavil své vyrodi; v lednu 1997 Nederlands
Militair Geneeskundig Tijdschrift rovnéz vydal zvlast-
ni ¢islo u pfilezitosti své S0leté existence.

Zalozeni NMGT

Roku 1947, po skonéeni druhé svétové valky,
fidici zdravotnicky organ holandskych ozbrojenych
sil usoudil, Ze je nutné obnovit vydavani ¢asopisu,
ktery jiz existoval pfed valkou. | kdyz papir a in-
koust byl velice vzacny v téchto dnech, byl vytvoien
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very scarce in those days, a review was created
which appeared monthly and was distributed to the
medical officers of the Royal Netherlands Army and
the Royal Netherlands Navy. The Royal Nether-
lands Air Force did not exist in those days, the Air
Force was one of the branches of the Army.

In the first issue, major general Dr. J. Th. Wil-
kens, then the chief of the Army Medical Service
and promotor of the review, wrote the following
introduction: "The first issue of this review will be
greeted with great pleasure by many officers of the
medical service. And not without reason: finally the
possibility will be offered to spread the information
of the important work which is being performed by
the military medical services in the Netherlands
and in the Netherlands Indies.

The medical officers will be able to publish their
thoughts about military medical and medical-
tactical subjects in a review, that will a represen-
tative of the military medical sciences as a sepa-
rate specialism. Since the war ended, the military
doctors and pharmacists have published their
ideas and opinions in the general military and me-
dical reviews, depending on the character of the
articles. This method of course had some advan-
tages, as it informed the military and the medical
colleagues about the work in the military medical
environment; but it also had the great disadvantage
that the majority of the active officers of the military
medical service and those in the reserve, did not -
or only incidentally - receive the information. This
will change now; all medical officers will be able to
read in their own professional review about the
problems which they encounter daily in the course
of their work, and about the solution of these pro-
blems, about new ideas, new regulations and new
techniques."

These were prophetic words. Ever since that first
number, issued in december of 1947, the NMGT has
been active disseminating military medical informa-
tion inside but also outside of the armed forces.

However, it should be reminded that the maga-
zine that emerged from the ruins of the second world
war, was not the first military medical review in the
Netherlands. Actually it was the continuation of a
number of earlier publications. Therefore, in this year
in which we celebrate our 50th anniversary, we also
have reminded our readers that the first military
medical review in our country was published 130
years ago!

The predecessors

The first Dutch military medical review was
published in 1863, and it was intended for the naval
medical service. It was named Medical Review for
the Naval Forces and was issued until 1871. Intro-
ducing that review, the editor wrote: "It can not be
contradicted that at present there is not a shortage

Dustojnici zdravotnictva budou moci publikovat
sveé nazory na vojensko-lékafské a lékaisko-tak-
tické problémy v ¢asopise, ktery bude tribunou vo-
jensko-lékarskych véd jako samostatného oboru.
Po skonéeni valky vojensti lékafi a lékarnici publi-
kovali své myslenky a nazory v obecné vojenskych
a lékarskych ¢asopisech, v zavislosti na charakteru
¢lankl. Tento zptsob mél sice uréité vyhody, proto-
Ze informoval vojenské a lékafské kolegy o praci ve
vojensko-medicinském prostfedi; avSak mél jednu
velkou nevyhodu v tom, Zze vétSina aktivnich a za-
loznich dlstojnikl vojenské zdravotnické sluzby
tyto informace nedostavala - nebo jen vyjimeéné.
To se nyni zméni, vSichni dustojnici zdravotnictva
budou mit moznost &ist ve svém viastnim profesio-
nalnim ¢asopise o problémech, se kterymi se den-
né setkavaji v prabéhu své prace, o feseni téchto
problémdu, o novych myslenkach, o novych predpi-
sech a o nové technice."

To byla prorocka slova. Dokonce jiz od tohoto
prvniho gisla, vydaného v prosinci 1947, NMGT
Sifilo vojensko-zdravotnické informace uvnitf, ale
také mimo ozbrojené sily.

Je v8ak tfeba pfipomenout, ze &asopis, ktery
povstal z ruin druhé svétové valky, nebyl prvnim
vojensko-zdravotnickym periodikem v Holandsku.
Byl v podstaté pokra¢ovanim rady dfivejSich pe-
riodik. Proto v tomto roce, ve kterém slavime 50. vy-
roci, jsme takeé pfipomnéli nasim ¢tenarum, ze prvni
vojensko-medicinsky ¢asopis v nasi zemi vySel pied
130 lety!

Pfedchudci

Prvni holandsky vojensko-medicinsky &asopis
vySel roku 1863 a byl uréen pro namoini zdravot-
nickou sluzbu. Jmenoval se ,Lékaisky ¢asopis pro
namoini sily" a byl vydavan do roku 1871. Uvodem
redaktor tohoto &asopisu napsal: ,Nelze popirat,
Ze dnes neni nouze o periodika holandského a
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of periodicals of Dutch and foreign origin, which all
aim at informing the medical profession with more or
less interesting facts about the daily experiences of
various doctors. When thinking about it superficially,
the establishment of a review intended only for the
medical officers of the Navy may seem superfluous.
But when one considers that these officers fulfil their
services mainly in the colonies in the East and West
Indies , where they have to combat diseases which
are not known in our environment, or which have a
different progress from that in our climate, it is a dif-
ferent thing. And as we see that these diseases and
illnesses are not discussed in those other reviews,
then the usefulness of a special review for the
military medical profession is evident. This will urge
the readers to publish about their own experiences
and research, and it shall create a scientific link to
unite the officers of the medical services in the Navy,
wherever on the surface of the earth they may
serve." Prophetic words again, one must conclude,
considering that at present the medical officers of
the four parts of the Dutch armed forces - the Navy,
the Army, the Air Force and the Royal Marechaus-
see - are active in many parts of the world assisting
Dutch and foreign military units who are performing
humanitarian and peace keeping operations. The
editor of that first review concluded his introduction
as follows: "I cannot answer the question whether
this magazine may also be of interest for other
doctors outside of the Navy." This soon proved to be
a fact. In 1872 the name of the review was changed,
and in 1875 it was discontinued, to revive in 1877 as
the Netherfands Military Medical Archives of the
Army, Navy and East Indian Army. Archive was in
those days a common name for a review.

The editors of the 1877-issue introduced their

magazine by writing "often the wish has been heard
to have a periodical, specific for the military sur-
geons. Even though the medical science is the same
for all doctors, its application often is diversified in
practice. Even though the many national and foreign
periodicals provide much medical information, there
is a need for a special review for the military doctor,
in whose sphere of activity many peculiar things
occur that are of less interest to his civilian col-
league, and that are not described in civilian medi-
cal reviews.
Recognition of invented, exaggerated, diminished
or hidden illnesses and infirmities are rare in the
civilian medical practice; for the medical officer they
belong to the daily work. In dealing with preventive
medicine and hygiene, the work of the military doc-
tor is much more amplified than that of his civilian
colleague. Transportation of the wounded does not
often happen in civilian life; in the armed forces it is
daily practice, especially on board of ships, during
field exercises of land forces and in the tropics.”

The contents of this "Archive" however was not
limited to pure military medicine; also articles about
general medical matters and general tropical hy-

Opét prorocka slova, jestlize uvazime, Ze také v sou-
¢asne dobé vojensti lékari Ctyi slozek holandskych
ozbrojenych sil - namoftnictva, pozemni armady, le-
tectva a Kralovského ¢€etnictva™ pracuji na mnoha
mistech svéta a zdravotnicky zabezpeduji holand-
ské a cizi vojenské jednotky v humanitarnich a mir
udrzujicich operacich. Redaktor tohoto prvniho
¢asopisu uzaviel své uvodni slovo takto: ,Nemohu
zodpovédét otazku, zda tento €asopis mize byt za-
jimavym i pro jiné Iékafe mimo namofnictvo". To se
brzy ukazalo skute¢nosti. Roku 1872 byl zménén
nazev Casopisu a r. 1875 bylo vydavani pferus$eno,
obnoveno bylo r. 1877 jako ,Holandské vojensko-
lékarskeé listy pozemni arméady, ndmornictva a vy-
chodoindické armady". Bé&zné& se tehdy ¢asopisu
fikalo ,Archive".

Redaktofi ¢isla z roku 1877 uvedli svij ¢asopis
takto: ,Casto jsme slySeli pfani mit periodikum
specialné pro vojenské l|ékafe. | kdyz lékaiska
véda je tataz pro v8echny lékafe, jeji aplikace je
v praxi ¢asto rozdilna. | kdyz ¢etna narodni a zahra-
niéni periodika poskytuji mnoho informaci, existuje
potieba specialniho ¢asopisu pro vojenské Iékare,
v jejichZ sféfe &innosti se vyskytuji mnohé zviast-
nosti, o které se civilni kolegové méné zajimaji
a které nejsou popisovany v civilnich lékarskych
¢asopisech.

Poznavani vymyslenych, pifehnanych, zleh&éenych
nebo skryvanych onemocnéni a neduht je v civilni
Iékarské praxi zfidka nutné; u vojenského lékare to
patfi ke kazdodenni praci. Co se ty&e preventivni
mediciny a hygieny prace rozsah ukoll vojenského
lékare je mnohem $irSi nez u jeho civilniho kolegy.
Doprava ranéného v civilnim zivoté neni tak ¢asta;
v ozbrojenych silach je to kazdodenni praxe, zejmé-
na na palubé lodi, v prib&hu cvi¢eni v poli u po-
zemni armady a v tropech."

Obsah ,Archive" se véak neomezoval na Cistou
vojenskou medicinu; byly také publikovany &lanky
obecné medicinské a z oblasti tropické mediciny.
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giene were published. This led to the appearance of
a second military medical review in approximately
the same span of time, which was intended to pub-
lish only military medicine, considered as a spe-
cialism. It was called the Military Medical Review
(MGT), a name which is quite similar to that of the
present-day review. The editors of this magazine
wrote that “they would have preferred to become af-
filiated with the already existing Archive, which then
however would have to change its contents to the
new course which we see before us. As the delibe-
rations to achieve this goals have not led to any suc-
cess, we intend to follow our own way." And this they
did rather with varying success. The "Archive" was
superseded in 1900, so that only the MGT remained.

During the 43 years of its existence, from 1897 to
1940, the paper saw only 29 volumes. From time to
time the review did not appear, as was the case from
1914 to 1929. Yet, from a scientific point of view, it
was a good magazine; many prominent Dutch doc-
tors and pharmacists have contributed to it.

The occupation of the Netherlands by Germany
and the disbandment of the Dutch armed forces in
1940 put an end to its publication. It should be re-
marked that this magazine, and its predecessors,
‘were private enterprises; the publication was finan-
ced by subscriptions and advertisements.

The NMGT

When after the Second World War the Dutch
armed forces were re-established, the need for a mi-
litary medical publication was again felt, especially
so when the largest part of the army, and of the mi-
litary medical service, were active in the Dutch East
Indies, where an insurrection was active. To avoid
the difficulties that occurred before the war, it was
decided to edit the paper as a governmental enter-
prise; all costs should be financed by the department
of defence. Also the decision was made to distribu-
te the paper - free of charge - to all doctors and
pharmacists of the medical services of the Army
(and later of the Air Force) and the Navy, both active
and in the reserve. In 1956 the dentists, the officers
of the Medical Service Corps were included, and
the non commissioned officers (active and in the
reserve) from the rank of sergeant upwards were in-
cluded. And also the cadets of the Royal Military
Academy studying for admission to the Medical
Service Corps and many civilian readers receive the
magazine, free of charge. And of course the maga-
zine is distributed freely to military medical staffs,
installatons and units, and to civilian hospitals,
universities and libraries, in the Netherlands and
abroad. The actual distribution as of 1 March 1997
was 12.500.

Between 1947 and 1969 the paper appeared
monthly, and starting from that year bimonthly. And
also the format changed. The review started in a mo-

To vedlo ke vzniku druhého vojensko-zdravot-
nického ¢asopisu, pfiblizné ve stejném ¢&asovém
obdobi; tento Casopis byl ur€en pro publikovani
pouze ¢&lankd z vojenské mediciny jako védniho
oboru. Byl nazvan ,Vojensko-zdravotnicky ¢asopis”
(MGT), ndzvem, ktery je dosti podobny dnednimu
nazvu. Redaktofi dasopisu psali, ze ,by byli dali
pfednost pfipojeni se k jiz existujicimu ,Archive",
ktery by v$ak musel zménit svlj obsah novym
smérem, ktery mame pfed sebou. Jelikoz snahy
o dosazeni téchto cild nevedly k Zadnému uspé-
chu, mame v umyslu jit svou vlastni cestou". A to
¢inili s ponékud kolisavym uspé&chem. Vydavani
JArchive" bylo zastaveno roku 1900, takZe zUstal
jen MGT.

V prabéhu své 43leté existence, od roku 1897
do roku 1940, vyslo pouze 29 svazk(. Obéas ¢a-
sopis nevychazel, jak tomu bylo od roku 1914 do
roku 1929. Z védeckého hlediska to v8ak byl dobry
¢asopis; pfispivalo do ného mnoho vynikajicich
holandskych |ékaru a lékarnikd.

Okupace Holandska Némeckem a rozpusténi ho-
landskych ozbrojenych sil roku 1940 pfivodily konec
tohoto periodika. Je tfeba poznamenat, Zze tento
¢asopis i jeho predchldci byly soukromymi podni-
ky; vydavani bylo financovano pfedplatiteli a rekla-
mami.

NMGT

Kdyz po druhé svétové valce byly obnoveny
holandské ozbrojené sily, byla znovu pocitovana
potfeba vojenského zdravotnického periodika,
zvlasté kdyz nejvetsi Cast armady a vojenské zdra-
votnické sluzby pusobila v holandské Vychodni
Indii, kde doslo k povstani. Aby se predeslo poti-
2im, které se vyskytovaly pred valkou, bylo rozhod-
nuto vydavat ¢asopis ve statnim podniku; vsech-
ny naklady meély byt financovany ministerstvem
obrany. Bylo také rozhodnuto distribuovat ¢asopis
bezplatné v&em aktivnim i zaloZnim dustojnikiim,
lékaiim a lékarnikim zdravotnickych sluzeb po-
zemni armady (a pozdéji i letectva) a namofnictva.
Roku 1856 k nim pfibyli stomatologové, dustojnici
tzv. Sboru zdravotnické sluzby*** a poddustojnici
(aktivni i zalozni) od hodnosti ¢etafe nahoru. A také
vojensti posluchadi Kralovské vojenské akade-
mie studujici pfed pfijetim do Sboru zdravotnické
sluzby a mnozi civilni &tenafi dostavaji ¢asopis
bezplatné. A samoziejmé je ¢asopis distribuovan
zdarma vojensko-zdravotnickym $tabam, zafize-
nim a jednotkdm a civiinim nemocnicim, univer-
zitam a knihovnam v Holandsku a v zahranici.
Soucasny naklad z 1. bfezna 1997 byl 12 500 vy-
tiska.

Mezi rokem 1947 az 1969 d&asopis vychazel
meési¢éné a pocinaje dalsim rokem Kkazdé dva
mésice. A také format se ménil. Casopis zahdjil ve
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dest AS-size, 23 x 15,5 cm, with a content of 30 to
50 pages. In 1982, on the occasion of the 35th an-
niversary, the format was changed to the more com-
mon Ad-"magazine" size, equal to that of the Vojen-
ske Zdravotnické Listy. Since 1991, the cover page
is blue and shows an appropriate full colour pho-
tograph. The size of the Czech and Dutch journals
and the colour of the prontespiece of both reviews
are similar!

The editorial formula is quite simple. Generally
speaking, the paper accepts all articles that can be
of interest to the personnel of the military medical
services, without any restrictions. Of course, political
items and comments on governmental or military
decisions are not acceptable.

The editorial board is quite small. The editorial
office is run by the editor in chief and a secretary.
They are assisted by 8 editors, each a specialist in
any of the major military medical branches. Articles
submitted for publication are distributed to the edi-
tors who give their comments in writing; plenary dis-
cussion only takes place when there is disagreement
about the article. Plenary meetings of the board only
take place twice a year, in order not to disturb the
editors too much as they all are very busy doing their
main job, that is keeping the armed forces healthy.

This system has led to a quite stable editorial
board; some of the editors perform their job for many
years. The editor in chief has been in function since
1977; after his retirement he remained active in this
job. He is closely followed by the Air Force member -
now an air commodore - with 18 years on the board.

Aims of the review

The NMGT has always been published under the
supervision of the highest military medical authority
of the department of defence. The aims of the
NMGT have been re-defined in 1977 by the Director
of Military Medicine as follows:

— to provide military medial scientific information
and discussion in the domain of military preven-
tive, curative and postventive medicine, den-
tistry, pharmacy, medical examinations and all
related military medical and paramedical mat-
ters;

- to provide all kinds of general military medical
information;

- to provide the military medical authorities of the
department of defence and of the armed forces
with an organ for instruction and information
about all aspects pertaining to military medicine
and the military medical services

- to provide for a forum for open discussion about
all matters mentioned above.

The existence of the NMGT has been ascertained
again in 1995, when - in the course of a major reor-
ganization of the military medical services - the Di-

Politické ¢lanky a komentare k vladnim a vojen-
skym rozhodnutim nejsou pfipustné.

Redakeni rada je dosti mala. Redakce je fizena
Séfredaktorem a sekretarkou. Tém pomaha osm
redaktord, z nichz kazdy je odbornikem v nékterém
z velkych vojensko-zdravotnickych obort. Clanky
zaslané k publikaci jsou rozdélovany redaktorim,
ktefi je recenzuji; diskuse v plénu se kona pouze
v pfipadé rozdilnych nazord na ¢lanek. Plenarni za-
sedani redak¢ni rady se konaji dvakrat roéne, aby-
chom redaktory pfili§ nerusili, nebot vsichni jsou
velice zaneprazdnéni svou hlavni praci, coz je péce
0 zdravi ozbrojenych sil.

Tento systém vedl k dosti stalé redakéni radé;
néktefi z redaktort vykonavaji svou funkci po
mnoho let. Séfredaktor je ve funkci od roku 1977;
po svém odchodu do duchodu zustal nadale v této
funkci. Tésné& za nim nasleduje pracovnik letectva -
nyni general Voorsluijs - s 18 roky prace v redakci.

Cile ¢casopisu

NMGT byl vzdy vydavan pod dohledem nej-
vy88iho vojensko-zdravotnického organu minister-
stva obrany. Cile NMGT byly opétné definovany
roku 1977 nacelnikem vojenskeé zdravotnicke sluz-
by nasledovné:

— poskytovat vojensko-zdravotnicke védecke in-
formace a prostor pro diskusi v oboru vojenské
preventivni a klinické mediciny, stomatologie,
farmacie, lékarské diagnostiky a vSech dalSich
vojensko-lékai'skych a oSetfovatelskych zalezi-
tosti;

- poskytovat v8echny druhy informaci ze v&e-
obecneé vojenské mediciny;

— poskytovat vojensko-zdravotnickym fidicim or-
ganim ministerstva obrany a ozbrojenych sil
tribunu pro pokyny a informace tykajici se vSech
stranek vojenské mediciny a vojenské zdravot-
nickeé sluzby;

— poskytovat forum k oteviené diskusi ke viem
vyse zminénym boddm.

Existence NMGT byla opétné zajisténa v roce
1995, kdyz - v prub&hu rozsahlé reorganizace vo-
jenské zdravotnické sluzby - generalni feditel perso-
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rector General of Personnel of the Department of
Defence issued a decree re-instating the magazine
as the official publication for the military medical ser-
vices. In the decree it reads that the aim of the pub-
lication is to have the disposal of a medium for natio-
nal and international exchange of scientific infor-
mation on military medical subjects, which can ren-
der a contribution to the education of the military and
civilian medical personnel of the armed forces.

On the occasion of the 50th anniversary of the
magazine, the Minister of Defence wrote a congra-
tulatory letter that was published in the January 1997
issue. In this letter, the minister wrote: "The success
of the paper depends from its special status.
Although it is an official defence publication, and
although the military medical authority of the
department of defence is formally responsible for
this publication, the editors have full redactional
freedom. So it was in 1947, and so it should remain."

This editorial freedom derives from an official pub-
lication, the "Statutes of the Netherlands Military
Medical Review", in which the competencies of the
review are listed. This document says - among many
other things - that authors are free to express their
opinion in the columns of the review, provided the
restrictions imposed by the laws (such as refraining
from abuse etc.) and those imposed by their status
as members of the military (no discussion of policies
set out by higher authorities without consent of the
next higher commanding person, no disclosure of
classified documents). The editor in chief watches
over this, and their is no recollection of any infliction
on this rule during the 50 years of the existence of
the paper.

This does not mean that there is no polemics in
the review. On the contrary, many papers that were
published in the past and the present have led to
interesting "letters to the editor"!

Similarities

When comparing the Vojenske Zdravotnickeé Listy
with the NMGT, one finds immediately several simi-
larities. Both reviews are non-political, they only deal
with military medical and general medical, dental and
pharmaceutical matters, and they aim to improve the
standard of the medical practice within the armed
forces. As the Czech minister of defence, Dr. Vilém
Holan, wrote in the december 1995-issue, "70 years
ago an effort arose to extend the officer's knowledge
and education in the spirit of the military science of
those days, and the tasks appointed for the military
medical service. The Vojenske Zdravotnické Listy
became an important tool to implement the concept
of the military medical service. On the pages of the
journal, specific professional problems of the military
health service were discussed." Just as in the
Netherlands, the occupation of the country by a com-
mon enemy interrupted the publication of the journal,

V tomto
dopise ministr napsal: ,Usp&ch &asopisu spoéiva
v jeho zvlastnim postaveni. Ackoli jde o oficialni
publikaci ministerstva obrany a ackoli vojensko-
zdravotnicky fidici organ ministerstva obrany je
formalné odpovédny za tuto publikaci, redaktofi
maji uplnou redaktorskou svobodu. Tak tomu bylo
vroce 1947, a tak by to mélo zdstat i nadale".

Redaktorska svoboda vyplyva z oficialni pub-
likace ,Stanovy Holandského vojensko-zdravotnic-
kého &asopisu", ve které jsou stanoveny kompe-
tence Casopisu. Tento dokument fika - kromé& mno-
ha jinych véci -, Ze autofi mohou svobodné vyjadfit
sveé nazory ve sloupcich ¢asopisu, s vyhradou ome-
zeni danych zakony (jako napf. zdrzeni se nadavek
a pomluv atd.) a dale omezeni danych tim, Ze jsou
pfisluSniky armady (zadna diskuse o postupech
stanovenych nadfizenymi organy bez souhlasu
nejblize vyssiho nadfizeného, zadné prozrazeni
utajovanych dokumentd). Na dodrZzovani uvede-
nych zasad dohlizi $éfredaktor a neni znamo, Ze by
doslo k jejich poruseni v pribéhu 50leté existence
¢asopisu.

To ale neznamend, Zze v Casopise neni zadna
polemika. Naopak mnohé &lanky, které byly uverej-
nény v minulosti i v sou¢asne dobé, vedly k zajima-
vym ,dopisim do redakce".

Podobnosti

Pfi porovnani Vojenskych zdravotnickych listl
s NMGT Ize najit hned nékolik podobnych rysu.
Oba Casopisy jsou nepolitické, zabyvaji se pouze
vojensko-zdravotnickymi, vSeobecné lékaiskymi,
stomatologickymi a farmaceutickymi otazkami a
kladou si za cil zlepSeni |ékafské péce v ozbroje-
nych sildch. Cesky ministr obrany dr. Vilém Hola
napsal v prosincovém Cisle 1995: ... pfed 70 lety
stala snaha posilit informovanost a vzdélavani
dustojnikt zdravotnické sluzby v duchu soudobé-
ho vojenstvi a tkolll plynoucich pro vojenské zdra-
votnictvi. Vojenské zdravotnické listy se staly di-
lezitym nastrojem k pinéni koncepce vojenské
zdravotnické sluzby. Na strankach casopisu se
diskutovalo o specifickych odbornych problémech
vojenské zdravotnické sluzby." Stejné tak jako
v Holandsku okupace zemé spoleénym nepfitelem
pferudila vydavani Casopisu, pretrzena nit' byla
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and in 1947 the broken thread was taken up again.
"Even when in 1948 the political change in Cze-
choslovakia brought political pressure into the health
care system, the special medical orientation of the
Vojenske Zdravotnické Listy eliminated in a large
extent the efforts to politicize its content. The threat
of professional isolation and one-sided orientation
was avoided as well. The journal fulfilled its principal
purpose and played the role of an important source
of information”. Thus Dr. Holan.

In the Netherlands there has never been any
history of political influence in the way the Czech
minister indicated - except during the German oc-
cupation - yet there is a strong aversion against
dogmatic political influence of any kind. This aver-
sion is interpreted in the freedom the paper enjoys,
with the consent of the Dutch political leaders.

| do hope that the Czech military medical service
and its succesful review, the Vojenske Zdravotnické
Listy, will continue with its outstanding work along
the lines described by Dr. Jan Vesecky.

Zznovu navazana v roce 1947.

,Dokonce kdyz v roce 1948 politicka zména v Cesko-
slovensku vnesla politicky tlak do zdravotnického
systému, zaméreni Vojenskych zdravetnickych list
na odbornou medicinskou oblast eliminovalo do
znacné miry snahy o zpolitizovani jejich obsahu.
Hrozba odborné izolace a jednostranného zamére-
ni byla rovnéz odvracena. Casopis splnil své hlavni
poslani a sehral roli dllezitého zdroje informaci'.
Potud dr. Holan.

V historii Holandska neexistoval nikdy takovy
politicky tlak, jak o tom mluvil ¢esky ministr - s vy-
jimkou obdobi béhem némeckeé okupace - a je tu
i silna averze proti dogmatickému politickému vlivu
jakehokoli druhu. Tato averze je vyjadiena ve svo-
bodé, jaké se &asopis tési, se souhlasem holand-
skych vedoucich politickych osobnosti.

Doufam, Ze Ceska vojenska zdravotnicka sluzba
a jeji uspésny Casopis Vojenské zdravotnicke listy
budou pokracovat ve své vyznaéné praci ve sméru
naznac¢eném dr. Janem Veseckym.
