Military Preventive Medicine

The 5" Meeting of the Committee of Chief of the Military Medical Services (COMEDS) Working Group on
Military Preventive Medicine (WP-MPM) was held on 1-4 November 1999. The United States hosted the
meeting at Bethesda, Maryland. Colonel Terry M. Rauch, Commander, U.S. Army Center for Health Promotion
and Preventive Medicine - Europe was the Chairman for the WP-MPM. The Commander, USACHPPM-
-Europe, assumed duties as the U.S. representative and chairman in 1998.

The Working Group consists of 19 North Atlantic Treaty Organization (NATO) military preventive medicine
officers representing their respective Surgeons General in the development/discussion of NATO policy and
issues relating to military preventive medicine. The WG-MPM is one of 11 COMEDS medical working
groups.

Rauch organized and conducted the annual working group meetings and will attend the COMEDS
General Plenary Session. He will brief the General Plenary on all issues/outcomes. Topics included:
establishment of minimum essential standards for pre- and post-deployment medical screening,
development of a NATO Field Hygiene and Sanitation Handbook, development of NATO vaccination
strategies, the effective use of the EPINATO System to track disease and non-battle injury (DNBI), and the
identification of a central repository to archive EPINATO information.

Dr. Gerhard Heyl, Col., from Germany, has been a member of this Working Group for 16 years, 11 of
which were as chairman. When asked what he hoped to accomplish by attending the NATO meeting, he
said: ,| hope to establish new contacts and update information with respect to PM, to contribute to our
common effort to outline the importance of PM especially when facing new out-of-area deployments, and
agree to standardize certain key PM issues, i.e. gathering special information on communicable diseases or
common vaccination policy.”

Dr. Greg Cook, Lt.Col, from Canada, said: ,| feel positive about this meeting as we develop new
procedures. The value of PM is increasing. We can now share ideas, experiences, and lessons learned with
a view to standardize procedures and doctrines within the NATO operations. There are so many different
levels of expertise.”

Lt.Col. Ashley M. Croft, England, said: It is important to maintain and improve the health of troops in war
and peace. The individual soldier must be fit and healthy and we must keep them healthy and even healthier.
We have achieved PM goals and contained communicable disease." He referenced his article,
Hospitalization of British Troops during Operation Joint Endeavor (Bosnia), Military Medicine, vol. 164, July
1999.

Dr. Faludi Ga Bor, Col. (Hungary), an epidemiologist, said: ,| have worked on many different working
groups. It is very important to discuss PM in the developmental stages and the early planning of work. | can
compare the work my Institute deals with in public health with NATO medical policy. It is important to go to
the NATO conferences and to collect principles and lessons learned.”

Rauch said the Working Group achieved significant results. He said: ,My fundamental operating principle
was that of common commitment and mutual cooperation among the representatives from each of the
member states. Our work over the last few days, as it is carried forward, will result in a significant revision to
the NATO vaccination strategy, the establishment of minimum essential standards for pre- and post-
deployment medical screening, a NATO Field Hygiene and Sanitation Handbook, and a cooperative plan for
the immediate analysis of disease and non-battle injury (DNBI) data from Bosnia and Kosovo at CHPPM-
Europe. In the end, it is important for all of us to realize that no member country is forced to rely upon its own
national efforts alone in dealing with basic preventive medicine challenges. This is becoming increasingly
important today with our focus on NATO collective crisis management and peacekeeping.”

Pracovni skupina se sklada z 19 distojnik( vojenské preventivni mediciny NATO, ktefi reprezentuji své
pfislusné nacelniky vojenské zdravotnické sluzby pfi rozvijeni zasad NATO a diskusi o problémech sou-
visejicich s vojenskou preventivni medicinou. WP-MPM je jednou z 11 zdravotnickych pracovnich skupin
COMEDS.

Plk. Rauch organizoval a ved| kaZdoro¢ni setkani pracovni skupiny a zucastni se vSdeobecného plenarniho
zasedani COMEDS. Bude informovat v3eobecné plenarni zasedani ohledné& vSech problému/vysledku.
Témata zahrnovala: zavedeni minimalnich zakladnich norem pro zdravotnické vy3etfeni pfed nasazenim a
po nasazeni, tvorbu polni pfirucky NATO o hygiené a sanitaci, rozvoj strategii ockovani NATO, efektivni
pouzivani systému ,EPINATO" k registraci nemoci a nebojovych zranéni a identifikaci centralniho skladu pro
archivaci informaci ,EPINATO*.

PIk. dr. Gerhard Heyl (Némecko) je clenem této pracovni skupiny 16 let, z toho 11 let byl pfedsedou. Kdyz
byl dotazan, co si slibuje od své Gcasti na setkani NATO, fekl: ,Doufam, Ze navaZzu nové kontakty a
zaktualizuji informace s ohledem na preventivni medicinu, abych pfispé&l k naSemu spoleénému usili nastinit
dllezitost preventivni mediciny, zvlasté kdyz musime pocitat s novym nasazenim v zahranici, a odsouhlasit
standardizaci uréitych klic¢ovych bodl preventivni mediciny, to znamena shromazdovani specialnich infor-
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maci, které se tykaji pfenosnych nemoci nebo béznych postupl ockovani.”

Pplk. dr. Greg Cook (Kanada) fekl: ,Mam pozitivni pocit z tohoto setkani, protoZze rozvijime nové metody.
Vyznam preventivni mediciny se zvySuje. Nyni mGZeme sdilet myslenky, zazZitky a poznatky s ohledem na
standardizované postupy a doktriny v ramci operaci NATO. Existuje mnoho riznych Grovni expertizy.”

Pplk. Ashley M. Croft (Anglie) konstatoval: ,Je dllezité udrZzovat a zlepSovat zdravi jednotek ve valce a v
miru. Kazdy vojak musi byt v dobré télesné kondici a zdravy a musime je udrzovat zdrave a jesté zdravejsi.
Dosahli jsme cili preventivni mediciny a ovladli jsme pfenosné nemoci.* Odvolava se na svij ¢lanek
,Hospitalizace britskych jednotek b&hem operace ,Joint Endeavor* (Bosna) v Military Medicine, ro¢. 164 z
¢ervence 1999. .

Epidemiolog plk. dr. Gabor Faludi (Madarsko) uvedl: ,Pracoval jsem v riznych pracovnich skupinach. Je
velmi dllezité diskutovat o preventivni mediciné v rozvojovych stadiich a o véasném planovani prace. Mohu
srovnat praci, kterou se zabyva muj Gstav v oboru vefejného zdravi, se zdravotnickou politikou NATO. Je
dilezité se Ucastnit konferenci NATO a sbirat zasady a poznatky".

Plk. Rauch zhodnotil, Ze pracovni skupina dosahla vyznamnych vysledkl: ,Moji zakladni operaéni zasa-
dou byl spoleény zavazek a vzajemna kooperace mezi zastupci kazdé z ¢lenskych zemi. Nase prace nékolik
poslednich dn(, jak pokracuje kupfedu, povede k pfezkoumani strategie otkovani v NATO, zfizeni mini-
malnich zakladnich norem pro zdravotnické vySetfeni pfed nasazenim a po nasazeni, vytvofeni polni pfi-
ru¢ky NATO o hygiené a sanitaci a kooperativniho planu pro okamzitou analyzu Gdajd tykajicich se nemoci a
nebojovych zranéni z Bosny a Kosova v Centru pro podporu zdravi a preventivni medicinu v Evropé&. Nako-
nec je dllezité pro nas pro vSechny, abychom si uvédomili, Ze Zadna &lenska zemé neni nucena, aby sama
spoléhala na své vlastni usili, kdyz se bude potykat se zakladnimi vyzvami preventivni mediciny. To se stava
znacné dulezité v dnedni dobé s nasim zaméfenim na zvladani spoleénych krizi NATO a udrZzovani miru.”
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
